COMPETITION RULES

Saltire in the Sky Photographic Competition 2010

1 General:  Tradition has it that Scotland’s national flag, the St Andrew’s Cross, was adopted following a 9th century battle fought near Athelstaneford, East Lothian, in which a Saltire appeared in the sky and inspired the Scots to victory.  The focus of the   competition is to capture a dramatic modern-day image of a Saltire appearing in the sky, mirroring the flag’s origins.  The image might be formed by clouds, by the vapour trails of planes, or by any other natural or man-made phenomenon.

2 Location:  Photographs must be taken within Scotland, with details of the location and the date taken clearly marked on the entry form.
3 Eligibility:  Any amateur photographer may enter, and there is no entry charge.  Up to 3 entries can be submitted per person (though a separate entry form should be submitted for each image).   Entries must not have been previously published.

4 Copyright:  Each entrant retains copyright, but by entering the competition it is deemed that permission is granted to the Scottish Flag Trust to reproduce the image at no fee in its future promotions and publications and on its website.
5 Prizes:  There will be prize money totalling £500.   Prizes will be awarded in the following categories – best photograph taken within East Lothian, best photograph taken elsewhere in Scotland, and best photograph by a young person aged 16 or under (note that any young person should indicate that he/she has parental consent to enter) .  The overall winner, which could come from any category, will receive £250.

6 Entry Dates:  The Competition is being launched on Tartan Day, 6 April 2010, and the closing date will be St Andrew’s Day, 30 November 2010.   Entries can be submitted at any time during this eight month period.
7 Judging:  Entries will be judged anonymously, and the decision of the judges will be final.   The judging panel, convened by the Provost of East Lothian Council, will meet in December 2010.   The best photographic entries and winners will be exhibited in main East Lothian communities early in 2011, with dates and venues to be finalised.

8 How to Enter:  Entries can be submitted either electronically or in hard copy.  For full details, go to www.scottishflagtrust.co.uk to access the competition rules and the entry form.   To make an electronic submission, complete the entry form, attach the image, and send it to:- saltireinthesky@st-andrew.org.uk.   Ideally, images should be supplied in a high resolution jpeg of no less than 1 megabyte, as this will allow a good quality print to be produced for judging.   To make a submission in hard copy, the print up to a maximum size of A4 should be mounted on stiff card and posted, together with a completed paper copy of the entry form, to Saltire in the Sky, Scottish Flag Trust, PO Box 84, Edinburgh EH3 8LG.   Hard copies cannot be returned, and entrants should retain duplicate prints.
